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· Plant a bean and keep a bean diary
· Go on a spring discovery walk, explain the effect of the changing seasons e.g.: leaves turning green, new baby animals, warmer weather.
· Use checklists to go on nature hunts looking for plants including flowers, insects and spiders.
· Talk about what plants need to grow.
· Talk about the foods we eat and what keeps our bodies healthy. Make fruit kebabs. 
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Physical Development

· Understand the importance of healthy eating with various activities e.g.: making fruit salad/fruit smoothies.
· Revise and refine the fundamental gross motor/fine motor movement skills they have already acquired.

· Time: Use the vocabulary yesterday, today and tomorrow
· Recognise and represent 9 and 10: Identify representations of 9 and 10, Begin to explore the composition of 9 and 10

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Writing
· Form lower-case and capital letters correctly.
· Write short sentences using phonics skills.
· Label parts of a plant.
· Write simple character descriptions.
· Make own book about Spring.
· Sequence stories with pictures. 
· Orally compose and write instructions for planting a seed.


Communication and Language
· Understand and use new vocabulary introduced through non-fiction texts and stories relating to spring, gardening, seasons and life cycles.
· Use talk to help work out problems and organise thinking and activities explain how things work and why they might happen, for examples when discussing the life cycle of a butterfly.

· Reading key texts as a class including:

· Read simple phrases and sentences made up of words with known letter–sound correspondences and a few exception words.
· Learn new vocabulary relating to Spring and the life cycle of different creatures.
· Read simple character descriptions
